 The WTA Hologic Tour comes to Beijing, for the 17th edition of the China Open.  

 This is the 126th WTA 1000 tournament since the level was introduced in 2009. 

 This is ninth WTA 1000 of the 2023 season. Elena Rybakina (Indian Wells, Rome) is the only player to win 
multiple WTA 1000 titles, and she is joined by Coco Gauff (Cincinnati), Barbora Krejcikova (Dubai), Petra 
Kvitova (Miami), Jessica Pegula (Montreal), Aryna Sabalenka (Madrid) and Maria Sakkari (Guadlajara). 

 Aryna Sabalenka is the top seed this week, competing in her first tournament as WTA World No.1. 

 Anastasia Pavlyuchenkova is making her 12th appearance at the tournament, the most among those in this 
year’s draw. Only Peng Shuai (13), Caroline Wozniacki (13) and Jelena Jankovic (13) have made more 
appearances. 

 Pavlyuchenkova is making her 104th appearance at a WTA 1000 tournament, the most since the level was 
introduced in 2009. 

 Four players have won the title here twice – Svetlana Kuznetsova (2006, 2009), Agnieszka Radwanska 
(2011, 2016), Caroline Wozniacki (2010, 2018) and Serena Williams (2013, 2014).

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 A Chinese player is yet to reach the final of the China Open, with Shuai Peng (2006-07), Jie Zheng (2008), Na Li 
(2010, 2012) and Qiang Wang (2018) reaching the semifinals.   

 At 18 years and 243 days, Maria Kirilenko (2005) is the youngest player to win the women's singles at the China 
Open. Kirilenko is one of the two teenagers to win the event, along with Agnes Szavay, at 18 years and 268 days 
in 2007. There are three teenagers in this year’s draw – Linda Fruhvirtova, Linda Noskova and Coco Gauff. 

 Iga Swiatek has reached five WTA 1000 semi-finals in 2023. Since the introduction of the format in 2009, only 
Serena Williams in 2013 (seven) and Simona Halep in 2015 (six) reached more in a calendar year.
