 The summer clay court swing moves to Hamburg this week for 3rd edition of Hamburg European Open 
 No.1 seed Donna Vekic and No.2 seed Mayar Sherif are both making tournament debut. Vekic is a two-

time quarterfinalist on clay (2018 Istanbul, 2019 Stuttgart) – her best result on clay – while Sherif owns a 
clay-court title (2022 Parma). Sherif has also won six clay-court titles at WTA 125 tournaments 

 Defending champion Bernarda Pera returns, as No.3 seed, and No.4 seed Jasmine Paolini will both face a 
qualifier in opening round 

 Wild cards are granted to home players Jule Niemeier, Noma Noha Akugue and Ella Seidel, joining them 
representing home country in main draw are Tamara Korpatsch and Eva Lys 

 Interesting first round match ups include No. 2 seed Mayar Sherif taking on home player Eva Lys and the 
Germany Derby between Ella Seidel and Jule Niemeier 

 One to Watch – Bernarda Pera. Both of her two career singles titles came on clay at 2022 Hamburg and 
2022 Budapest. The American reached first career R16 at all majors on clay this year at Roland Garros and 
achieved a career-high ranking at No. 27 the following week. Other notable results on clay this season 
includes QF run at Strasbourg, R16 at Charleston and 3r at Madrid. As the defending champion in Hamburg, 
Pera looks to continuing to her strong form on clay.
