e The Hologic WTA Tour returns to Tunisia for the second edition of the Jasmin Open Monastir.

¢ Defending champion, Elise Mertens, returns as the No.2 seed looking to continue her winning streak in Monastir
after lifting her seventh career WTA singles title here last year. Mertens will begin her title defense against 18-
year-old qualifier, Alexandra Eala.

e Last year’s runner-up, Alizé Cornet, will also be appearing in this year’s event looking to improve on 2022 result.

e The draw is led by Italy with six players in the draw including top seed Jasmine Paolini, who faces last year’s
runner-up, Cornet, in the first round and No.3 seed Martina Trevisan.

e Ukraine’s Lesia Tsurenko rounds out the Top 4 seeds and will be making her debut in Monastir after having to
withdraw ahead of last year’s event with a right elbow injury.

e One to watch — Nadia Podoroska — The 2020 Roland Garros semifinalist made her return to the WTA Tour last
summer after a 10-month absence due to injuries. So far in 2023, she has gained 120 spots on the WTA rankings
since the beginning of the year with help from semifinal performances at Budapest and Ningbo just a few weeks
ago where she fell to the eventual champion in both events.
