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STORYLINES 
 

World No.1 Ranking on the Line: For the seventh major in a row, Iga Swiatek enters as WTA World No.1.This also 
marks the third consecutive Slam, the World No.1 ranking will be in play between No.1 Iga Swiatek and No.2 
Aryna Sabalenka. Swiatek will hold the No.1 ranking for the 74th and 75th consecutive weeks in New York. To 
retain the top ranking, Swiatek must progress one round further than Sabalenka.  
 
Swiatek attained the ranking on April 4, 2002, following the retirement of Ashleigh Barty. The Pole’s season has been 
highlighted by amassing the most wins on the Hologic WTA Tour this season with 53 (almost ten more than her nearest 
rival Aryna Sabalenka who is on 44) and winning four titles, at Doha, Stuttgart, her third Grand Slam title at Roland-Garros 
and Warsaw. 
 
She is seeded No.1 at the US Open this year and enters as defending champion, having lifted the title in New York in 
2022 after defeating Ons Jabeur in the final Only Stefanie Graf (186) and Martina Hingis (80) have held the World No.1 
ranking for a longer stretch in their respective first stint atop the WTA Rankings.

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American Lineup: For the third time since 2010, there are two Americans among the Top 8 seeds at the US 
Open with Jessica Pegula at No.3 and Coco Gauff at No.6. This also happened in 2020 and 2016 when there 
were three Americans among the Top 8 seeds at the US Open both years.  
 
Pegula (Montreal) and Gauff (Cincinnati) completed the American sweep of the back-to-back WTA 1000 for the 
first time and first time Americans have won back-to-back WTA 1000s since Serena and Venus won Cincinnati 
and Wuhan in 2015. The duo will also be in the mix in doubles. 
 
Gauff started the summer by winning the title at Washington DC (WTA 500). With the two most recent titles, 
Gauff has now won five titles, the most by a teenager since Caroline Wozniacki (2008-09). Since her opening 
round loss at Wimbledon, Gauff has won 11 of her last 12 matches, including six Top 20 wins. A quarterfinalist 
last year at the US Open, Gauff is trying to become the first American teenager to reach back-to-back 
quarterfinals at the US Open since Serena Williams (1999-2001).  
 
Wozniacki Returns to New York: Former World No.1 Caroline Wozniacki kicked off her comeback this summer, 
with appearances in Montreal and Cincinnati. The two-time finalist in New York, Wozniacki returns for her first 
major appearance since the 2020 Australian Open. The Dane owns a 38-13 record at the US Open, her most 
wins at any of the Slams.  
 
Married to former NBA player David Lee on June 15, 2019, they have two children - Olivia (June 2021) and 
James (October 2022) – as Wozniacki joins a number of active moms on Tour, including those below:

Jabeur Continues Quest: Current World No.5 Ons Jabeur has reached three Grand Slam finals at the last in 
the last five Grand Slams, finishing as runner-up at 2022 Wimbledon, 2022 US Open and 2023 Wimbledon. The 
Tunisian will be seeking her first Grand Slam title as she prepares for eighth appearance at the US Open. 
 
Czech Mates: The latest WTA World Rankings includes four Czechs ranked No.9-12. Karolina Muchova recently 
made her Top 10 debut at No.10. Muchova powered into her first Slam final at Roland Garros this spring.  This 
time last year, Muchova was ranked No.235 in the World and lost in the opening round at the 2022 US Open to 
Ajla Tomljanovic. Muchova’s friend and training partner Marketa Vondrousova is the highest ranked Czech 
woman after becoming the first unseeded women's champion in Wimbledon history.  
 
Petra Kvitova and Barbora Krejcikova sit at No.11 and No.12, respectively. Both have reached the QF at the US 
Open with Kvitova reaching QF in 2015 and 2017, while Krejcikova reached QF in 2021.

 Venus Williams has won 21 of 23 first round matches at the Us Open 21-2 at US Open in 1r. After winning the first 
21 first round matches before losing in the opening round in 2020 and 2022.Overall she is 74-18 in first round at 
the Slams. 
 

 Iga Swiatek owns the best first round match win percentage at the Slams having won 17 of her 18 first round 
matches, including a 4-0 mark at the US Open. Her only loss in that stretch came at 2019 Wimbledon (l. Golubic). 
 

 Madison Keys (36-5 in 1r) has won her last six opening round matches at the Slams. Her last first round loss came 
at 2021 US Open (l. Stephens). Overall she has a 9-2 record at the US Open.  
 

 Caroline Wozniacki is set to play her first Grand Slam since 2020 Australian Open. She owns an 86.3% win 
percentage in first round matches at the Slams (44-7), the third best win percentage among active players. 
Wozniacki is 12-1 in first round matches at the US Open with her only loss coming at 2012 US Open (l. Begu). 
 

 A three-time finalist at the US Open (2012, 2013, 2020), Victoria Azarenka owns a 14-1 record at the US Open 
with a 2019 loss to Aryna Sabalenka as her only blemish IN New York.
