e Zheng made her Top 10 debut after the Australian Open becoming the first Chinese woman to crack
the Top 10 since Li Na (February 1, 2010) while Paolini made her Top 10 debut after making her run to
the Roland Garros finals, the fifth Italian to reach the Top 10.

e Five players made their Top 100 debut in 2024: Renata Zarazua (Jan 8), Maria Timofeeva (Jan 29),
Brenda Fruhvirtova (Jan 29), Arina Rodionova (Feb 5), Erika Andreeva (Feb 19), Maria Lourdes Carle
