Zheng leads 3-0, most recently winning at 2024 Wuhan (QF)

The Olympic singles gold medalist (Zheng) and the Roland Garros and Wimbledon finalist (Paolini) will face off for a spot
in the semifinal Wednesday. Paolini, the only player to qualify in both singles and doubles, has been playing every day
thus far at the WTA Finals. Paolini would be the first Italian to advance out of the round robin stage and through to the SF
at the WTA Finals.

This will be Zheng’s 34th match since Wimbledon -- the most of any WTA Tour player — and she has won 29 of those
matches. With a win, Zheng would be the second Chinese woman to advance out of the round robin stage to the SF (Li
Na, R-Up in 2013).

Both players are making their WTA Finals debut. Seven times has the WTA Finals title been won by a player making their
tournament debut, most recently in 2019 (Ashleigh Barty). Others to do so include Dominika Cibulkova (2016), Petra
Kvitova (2011), Maria Sharapova (2004), Serena Williams (2001), Evonne Goolagong (1974) and Chris Evert (1972 — first
edition of tournament)

[1] Aryna Sabalenka (2-0) vs [5] Elena Rybakina (0-2)
Sabalenka lead 6-3, including 2-0 in 2024

By winning her first two round robin matches, Sabalenka will win the Purple group and will advance to the semifinals. This
will be the 10th meeting in their head-to-head series with Sabalenka holding a 6-3 advantage, including winning won both
meetings this year - Brisbane final, 6-0, 6-3; Madrid semifinals, 1-6, 7-5, 7-6 (5). Sabalenka won all six of her matches
against Rybakina in three sets -- and lost all three in straights.

Sabalenka becomes the first player to reach the semifinals at the WTA Finals for three consecutive seasons since
Karolina Pliskova (2017-2019). Additionally, she’s the first No.1-ranked player to reach back-to-back semis at the year-
end tournament since Serena Williams in 2013-14.

Although Rybakina cannot advance, 200 ranking points and $350,000 are on the line.

Hsieh is a former WTA Doubles World No.1 who has won 35 career WTA doubles titles

This is the fifth year Hsieh has qualified for the WTA Finals, and she won the title in 2013 (w/Peng); Hsieh has
never lost before the final in her previous four appearances; she won the 2013 title with Peng and reached the
final in 2014 (w/Peng), 2019 (w/Strycova) and 2021 (w/Mertens)

Mertens is a former WTA Doubles World No.1 who has won 21 career WTA doubles titles

Siniakova/Townsend (2-0):

By winning their first two round robin matches, Siniakova/Townsend will advance to the semifinals

Siniakova has secured the year-end No.1 doubles ranking; this will be her fourth year finishing as the year-end
doubles No.1

Siniakova captured five doubles titles this year, including two Grand Slams - all with different partners
As a team, Siniakova/Townsend captured the Wimbledon title

Siniakova enters the WTA Finals as WTA World No.1 in doubles, a distinction she has held for 123 total weeks
(as of October 28), good for sixth most in Tour history trailing only Natasha Zvereva (124), Lisa Raymond (137),
Cara Black (163), Liezel Huber (199) and Martina Navratilova (237)

Townsend won a total of three doubles titles in 2024, each with a different partner: Washington DC
(w/Muhammad), Wimbledon (w/Siniakova), Adelaide (w/Haddad Maia)

Townsend is making her WTA Finals debut, while Siniakova is making her 6th consecutive WTA Finals
appearance; she previously teamed up with Barbora Krejcikova to compete at the WTA Finals five times: 2018
(R-Up), 2019 (RR), 2021 (Won), 2022 (R-Up) and 2023 (RR)
