Gauff won only previous meeting at 2024 Rome (QF)

The combined age of 42 years and 271 days between Gauff and Zheng will be the youngest between two finalists at the
WTA Finals since Maria Sharapova and Serena Williams in 2004.

This will be Gauff’'s 10th WTA event final, becoming only the third player in the last 15 years to reach as many before turning
22, along with Aryna Sabalenka and Iga Swiatek.

At 20 years, 241 days old, Gauff is the youngest player to reach the final at the WTA Finals since Caroline Wozniacki in
2010 and would become the youngest player to win the WTA Finals since Maria Sharapova (17 years, 210 days) in 2004.

Since 1990, Gauff is only the third American to reach the final at the WTA Finals before the age of 21, after Lindsay
Davenport (1994) and Serena Williams (2001).

With wins over Aryna Sabalenka and Iga Swiatek en route, Gauff is the youngest player to defeat the WTA's top two at the
same event since Maria Sharapova defeated Amelie Mauresmo and Justine Henin at the US Open in 2006.

Gauffis the first third seed to reach the final at the WTA Finals since Serena Williams in 2012. Since the round robin format’s
reintroduction in 2003, each third set to reach the final eventually claimed tournament victory — Justine Henin (2006), Kim
Clijsters (2010), Petra Kvitova (2011) and Serena Williams (2012).

Currently holding a win-loss record of 53-17 this year, including the Olympics and team events, this is Gauff’s career-high
for WTA-level match wins in a calendar year.

Gauff could become the first player in the Open Era to win each of their first eight WTA event finals on hard court — excluding
team events.

Since the event’s inauguration in 1972, Gauff could become only the fourth American to win the WTA Finals before turning
21, after Chris Evert (1972-73, 75), Tracy Austin (1980) and Serena Williams (2001).

Since 1990, Coco Gauff could become only the second American under 21 to claim four WTA top 10 wins at a single event
after Lindsay Davenport, who achieved the feat en route to the gold medal at the 1996 Olympics.

Gauff could claim a 23rd WTA top 10 win of her career. Since 2000, only three players will have claimed more before the
age of 21 - Kim Clijsters (45), Maria Sharapova (39) and Ana lvanovic (26).

Since the event’s inauguration in 1972, Zheng is only the second Asian player to reach the final at the WTA Finals after Li
Na (2013).

At 22 years and 34 days, Zheng is the youngest player to reach the final in their maiden appearance at the WTA Finals
since Petra Kvitova (2011).

Currently holding a win-loss record of 52-17 in 2024, Zheng is the first Chinese player in the Open Era to secure 50+ WTA-
level match wins in a calendar year.

Zheng has served up a Tour-leading 441 aces this season, including 35 so far at the WTA Finals.

Since 2008 when the Tour started tracking match stats, only Serena Williams (39 aces in 2012 and 35 aces in 2009), Venus
Williams (37 aces in 2009) and Elina Svitolina (35 aces in 2019) have served 35 or more aces at the WTA Finals
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Since the end of Wimbledon this year, Zheng (31) has claimed the most WTA-level match wins of any player, with Aryna
Sabalenka (26) registering the next-most over that span.

Since the reintroduction of the round robin format in 2003, Qinwen Zheng could become the fourth player to win the WTA
Finals after losing their opening group match after Agnieszka Radwanska (2015), Dominika Cibulkova (2016) and Garbine
Muguruza (2021).

Zheng could become the first player to win the WTA Finals in their maiden showing since Ashleigh Barty in 2019.

Since the event’s inauguration in 1972, Zheng could become the fifth player under the age of 23 to win the WTA Finals in
their maiden appearance after Chris Evert (1972), Serena Williams (2001), Maria Sharapova (2004) and Petra Kvitova
(2011).

Since the event's inauguration in 1972, Zheng could become the first Asian player to win the WTA Finals.

Since 1988, Zheng could become only the second player to win the Women’s Singles gold medal at the Olympics and the
WTA Finals in the same season after Serena Williams (2012).

Gauff will be ranked No.3 after the WTA Finals while Zheng will move into the Top 5 at either No.5 as runner-up or No.4
with title

The winner will take home $4,805,000 — the largest payout at a Tour-event — while the runner-up will take home
$2,305,000.

If Zheng wins title will be third highest prize money earnings in a single-season at $10,811,577. She would be fifth player
to surpass the $10M mark in a single-season along with Serena Williams (2013, 2015), Ashleigh Barty (2019) and
Angelique Kerber (2016)

Dabrowski/Routliffe :

The duo has teamed up for 25 events as part of their partnership, reaching the final 8 times, including 3 titles; in
2024 played 16 tournaments reaching five finals (1-4 in finals); won only title at Nottingham

This is the second consecutive year they have qualified for the WTA Finals as a team; last year at the WTA Finals
in Cancun they reached the semifinals after going 3-0 in round robin stage
