 This year’s event will be the 23rd edition, dating back to the inaugural tournament in 2001. 

 This is the first WTA 1000 tournament of the 2025 season. In 2025 the WTA calendar includes 10 WTA 1000s. This is 
the second consecutive year that both Doha and Dubai will be WTA 1000 events, instead of alternating. 

 In addition to the tournament, the venue also hosted the WTA Finals for three years (2008-10)  

 Since the event’s inception in 2001, Iga Swiatek has won the most titles at the Qatar Open, winning the event on the 
past three occasions (2022-2024). 

 PIF WTA World No.1 Aryna Sabalenka is the top seed in Doha. Sabalenka won the event in 2020, lost to the eventual 
runner-up in 2021 (Garbine Muguruza) and to the eventual champion in 2022 (Iga Swiatek). 

 Victoria Azarenka and Petra Kvitova (22 each) have won the equal-most main draw matches at the tournament 

 Among players in this year’s main draw at the Qatar Open, Victoria Azarenka (26) has appeared in the most main draw 
matches at the event, while Svetlana Kuznetsova (31) has the most overall.

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 Defending her Qatar Open title last year, Iga Swiatek became the first player to win a WTA event in three consecutive 
years since Serena Williams at the Miami Open (2013-2015). 

 Since 2000, Iga Swiatek could become only the second player to win a WTA event in four consecutive years after 
Caroline Wozniacki in New Haven (2008-2011). 

 In 2023, Iga Swiatek dropped only five games to win the Qatar Open - the fewest a player conceded en route to a 
WTA title since 2000, besting the previous record of 10 for Martina Hingis (Filderstadt 2000) and Aravane Rezai (Bali 
2009). 

 Since the event’s inception in 2001, Maria Sharapova (17 years and 313 days, 2005) is the youngest player to win the 
Qatar Open and Petra Kvitova (30 years and 363 days, 2021) the - she is one of three players aged 28+ to win the 
event along with Monica Seles (2002) and Lucie Safarova (2015). 

 Victoria Azarenka has won (205) and appeared in (281) the most WTA-1000 matches of any player, since the 
introduction of the format in 2009. 

 Only Serena Williams (13) has won more WTA-1000 events than Iga Swiatek (10, level with Victoria Azarenka) since 
the format’s introduction in 2009. 

 Including the Olympics, Coco Gauff appeared in 19 WTA-level main draws in 2024, losing in the opening round only 
twice - at the Qatar Open (Katerina Siniakova) and in Cincinnati (Yulia Putintseva). 

 Doha will be first tournament in Ons Jabeur’s career where she will appear 10 times in the main draw. The best result 
made by Jabeur at the Qatar Open are the quarterfinals reached in 2020 (lost to Petra Kvitova) and in 2022 (lost to 
Anett Kontaveit).
