 The 2025 Aux · Ningbo Open is the next event which will help determine the qualifiers for this year’s WTA Finals 
Riyadh. With six singles qualifiers settled after Wuhan, that leaves three players vying for the final two spots in 
Riyadh: Mirra Andreeva, Jasmine Paolini and Elena Rybakina. They are the top three seeds this week in Ningbo. 

 Andreeva enters Ningbo as the No.1 seed. In her tournament debut last year, Andreeva made it into her first WTA 
500 final before falling to Daria Kasatkina in the championship match. Since then, the teenager has made her Top 
5 debut and won two titles this year (consecutive WTA 1000 events in Dubai and Indian Wells, becoming the 
youngest WTA 1000 champion since that tournament tier started in 2009).  

 The remainder of the top four seeds are making their Ningbo tournament debuts: No.2 seed Paolini, No.3 seed 
Rybakina and No.4 seed Ekaterina Alexandrova. The top four seeds receive first-round byes this week. 

 Overall, all eight seeded players are ranked inside the Top 20 (as of the PIF WTA Rankings of October 6). Clara 
Tauson, Belinda Bencic, Diana Shnaider and Liudmila Samsonova round out the seeds. Shnaider was the Ningbo 
runner-up in 2023, losing in the final to Ons Jabeur. 

 Four Grand Slam singles champions are in the field. Along with No.3 seed Rybakina (2022 Wimbledon champion), 
Marketa Vondrousova (2023 Wimbledon champion), Emma Raducanu (2021 US Open champion) and Sofia Kenin 
(2020 Australian Open champion) will also contest the Ningbo event. 

 Four Chinese players received main-draw wild cards in Ningbo. One of the wild cards, Zhang Shuai, went 4-2 at 
the WTA 1000 events on her home soil over the past three weeks, reaching the Beijing 3rd round and the Wuhan 
Round of 16. Zhang picked up her first Top 20 win of the year in Wuhan, beating No.14 Emma Navarro.
