Aryna Sabalenka enters the week at No.1 on the PIF WTA Rankings. This week (week of Feb 17) will be her 26th week 
atop the WTA Rankings and she will maintain her No.1 ranking regardless of any results this week.  

This will be the 25th edition of the Women’s Singles at the Dubai Tennis Championships, with Martina Hingis winning the 
inaugural edition in 2001. 

Justine Henin has won the most Women’s Singles titles in Dubai, winning the event on four occasions. 

Four players have won the singles title in Dubai on multiple occasions – Justine Henin (four), Venus Williams (three), 
Elina Svitolina and Simona Halep (two each). 

Justine Henin (2003-04 & 2006-07), Venus Williams (2009-10) and Elina Svitolina (2017-18) have each won back-to-back 
editions at the tournament.

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Svetlana Kuznetsova has reached the most singles finals at the tournament without winning the event, losing on all three 
occasions. Since 2000, only Maria Sharapova has appeared in more finals at a WTA event without winning, losing on all 
five occasions in Miami. 

Caroline Wozniacki (22) has won the most matches at the Dubai Tennis Championships, while Elina Svitolina (19) holds 
the most among players in this year’s main draw. 

Among currently active players, Barbora Krejcikova (85.7%, 12-2) holds the best winning percentage in the Women’s 
Singles at the Dubai Tennis Championships - minimum 10 matches. 

At 20 years and 147 days, Martina Hingis (2001) is the youngest player to claim the singles title at the Dubai Tennis 
Championships – Hingis is one of three to win the event before turning 21, along with Justine Henin (2003) and Caroline 
Wozniacki (2011). 

At 33 years and 250 days, Venus Williams (2001) is the oldest player to win the title in Dubai - Williams is the only player 
aged 30+ to win the event. 

Ranked No.45 at the time, Belinda Bencic is the lowest-ranked player to win the Women’s Singles title in Dubai. 

Barbora Krejcikova (No.63, 2021) is the lowest-ranked Women’s Singles finalist at the Dubai Tennis Championships. 

Last year, Anna Kalinskaya became the first qualifier to reach the Women’s Singles final at the Dubai Tennis 
Championships – since 2009, Kalinskaya also became only the second qualifier to achieve the feat at a WTA-1000 event, 
along with Caroline Garcia (Cincinnati 2022). 

En route to tournament victory in Dubai in 2023, Barbora Krejcikova became only the third player since 1990 to defeat the 
WTA’s top three in the quarter-final, semi-final and final at a WTA event, along with Steffi Graf (Roland Garros 1999) and 
Serena Williams (Miami 2002). 

Winning the event in 2014, Venus Williams remains the only wildcard to reach the Women’s Singles final at the Dubai 
Tennis Championships, since the inaugural event in 2001. 

Martina Hingis (2001) and Justine Henin (2007) are currently the only two players to claim tournament victory in Doha and 
Dubai in the same season. 

The last defending champion to lose their opening Women’s Singles match in was Belinda Bencic in 2020, after winning 
the event in 2019.
