e The grass-court swing on the WTA Tour continues this week with the Lexus Nottingham Open in Nottingham,
Great Britain. The WTA 250 event returns for its 11th edition, and runs concurrently with the WTA 500 VANDA
Pharmaceuticals Berlin Tennis Open in Germany, also a grass-court event.

e Top 20 player Iva Jovic of the United States leads the main draw as the No.1 seed. The 18-year-old Jovic is also the
youngest player in the main draw (not including qualifiers). Jovic kicked off her 2026 grass-court swing with a
semifinal run at last week’s HSBC Championships at Queen’s Club, which featured the first three grass-court
wins of her career at Tour-level. Jovic has also won a WTA 125-level title on grass, triumphing at likley last year.

e Jovic, who made her Top 20 debut earlier this year after reaching her first Grand Slam quarterfinal at the Australian
Open, will face 2016 Nottingham champion Karolina Pliskova in the first round. Former World No.1 Pliskova owns a
total of 3 grass-court titles and was also the Nottingham runner-up to Katie Boulter in 2024. Additionally, Pliskova
was the Wimbledon runner-up in 2021, falling to Ashleigh Barty in a three-set grass-court Grand Slam final.

e The British contingent at Nottingham features four wild-card players, including Emma Raducanu and Katie Boulter,
who both had success last week at Queen’s Club. Before Raducanu heads to Nottingham, she will contest
Sunday’s singles final at Queen’s Club against Donna Vekic. There, British No.1Raducanu will be going for her first
title since she became the first qualifier to win a Grand Slam title at the 2021 US Open.

e Boulter, a Queen’s Club semifinalist last week, won back-to-back titles here in Nottingham in 2023 and 2024. She
compiled a 12-match Nottingham winning streak during that time, until it was snapped by eventual champion
McCartney Kessler in last year’s quarterfinals. Boulter will face her compatriot and fellow 29-year-old Harriet Dart
in an all-British opening round. Francesca Jones rounds out the quartet of British main draw wild cards this week.

e McCartney Kessler is seeded No.8 this week as she attempts to defend her Nottingham title. The American
ousted No.1seed and former Nottingham champion Beatriz Haddad Maia in last year’s first round and went all the
way to the title from there. It was Kessler’s first grass-court crown after two hard-court WTA titles at 2024
Cleveland and 2025 Hobart. Last year’s runner-up Dayana Yastremska will also be back in this year’s main draw.

e The No.2 seed this week is Canada’s Leylah Fernandez, who was a quarterfinalist here last year before being
defeated by Yastremska. Fernandez reached a Grand Slam final at the 2021 US Open, where she was defeated by
Great Britain’s Raducanu in an all-teenage final. Fernandez and Raducanu could meet again in this week’s second
round if they both win their opening matches.

e  Other main draw contestants include 2024 Wimbledon champion Barbora Krejcikova (who is competing in the ‘s-
Hertogenbosch final on Sunday) and Tatjana Maria, who won the Queen’s Club title as a qualifier last year. Also,
former Top 5 players Zheng Qinwen and Maria Sakkari will meet in a first-round encounter this week.
