• Elena Rybakina (22-3 in 1r, 88.0%): Two of Rybakina’s first round exits at Slams came on her first two 
outings at the majors, at 2019 Roland-Garros (l.

• Madison Keys (43-6 in 1r, 87.8%): Has won 13-straight Slam opening round matches with last loss 
coming at 2021 US Open (l. Stephens). She owns an 10-1 record here in opening matches 

• Elise Mertens (30-5 in 1r, 85.7%): Mertens fell at the first hurdle three times in her first four Grand 
Slam main-draw appearances, however, following this she won 18 straight matches at this stage 
before this run ended at 2022 US Open (l. Begu). Is 8-0 at the Australian Open in R128. 

• Emma Raducanu (12-2, 85.7%): Both of Raducanu’s first round losses came at the US Open; in the 
opening round she is 4-0 at the Australian Open. 

• Elina Svitolina (40-7 in 1r, 85.1%): Svitolina has won 37 of her last 37-8 opening round matches at 
Slams – dating back to 2015 Australian Open – with only loss during that time coming at 2018
