SEMIFINAL QUICK HITS  
 
This is the first Grand Slam event without a former Grand Slam champion in both the men's and women's semifinal lineups since 
1977 Roland Garros. 
 
All four women’s semifinalists are under 25 – this is the first time that has happened at a women’s singles Grand Slam event 
since Wimbledon 2011 (Petra Kvitova, Maria Sharapova, Sabine Lisicki and Victoria Azarenka). 
 
All four women’s singles semifinalists are born in the 2000s for the first time at a Grand Slam event. 
 
If Andreeva wins this title (19 years and 39 days old at the end of this event), she would be the third-youngest first-time Grand 
Slam champion this century, behind only Maria Sharapova (17 years and 76 days old, 2004 Wimbledon) and Emma Raducanu (18 
years and 302 days old, 2021 US Open). 
 
Two left-handed women (Shnaider and Chwalinska) have made a Grand Slam semifinal for the first time since 2014 Wimbledon 
(Petra Kvitova and Lucie Safarova), and for the first time at Roland Garros since 1984 (Martina Navratilova and Camille Benjamin). 
 
Two left-handed women will face each other in a Grand Slam semifinal for the third time in the Open Era, after Seles-Navratilova 
(Wimbledon 1992) and Kvitova-Safarova (Wimbledon 2014). 
 
This event will have the first left-handed women’s singles finalist at Roland Garros since Marketa Vondrousova in 2019 (l. Ashleigh 
Barty in F). The last left-handed woman to win the Roland Garros title is Monica Seles in 1992 (d. Stefanie Graf in F). 
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RANKINGS WATCH  
 
Currently ranked No.8, Mirra Andreeva is projected to rise to No.7 by reaching the semifinals. She would reach No.6 by making 
the final (finishing as either runner-up or champion). 
 
Two of the semifinalists have a chance to make their Top 10 debut: 

 Kostyuk can make her Top 10 debut by reaching the final  
 Shnaider could make her Top 10 debut if she wins the title (would move to No.9) 
 If Kostyuk reaches the final and Shnaider wins the title, they both would be in the Top 10 after Roland Garros 

 
No.114 Chwalinska (career-high No.113) is projected to climb into the Top 30 with her SF run. She could further rise to  
No.21 with a final appearance, and No.14 with the title.

best Grand Slam result was QF at Australian Open in 2024 (l. Gauff) 
 Her winning streak in the clay swing is up to 16-0 at Tour events (17-0 when including Billie Jean King Cup 

Qualifiers last month) – she is the only player undefeated so far this season on clay at WTA level   
 Has defeated today’s opponent Andreeva twice this year, in Brisbane quarterfinals (en route to the final) and in 

the Madrid final 
 This is her 4th semifinal of the season, and she won all three so far at Brisbane (finished R-Up), Rouen (won 

title) and Madrid (won title) 
 Owns 16 Top 10 wins in her career, and has won her four most recent such encounters (d. No.7 Svitolina and 

No.3 Swiatek here at Roland Garros this fortnight; and No.8 M. Andreeva and No.5 Pegula at 2026 Madrid)

Dayana Yastremska at the Australian Open 2024) 
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Andreeva: 
 Has reached the Roland Garros semifinals for a second time after 2024 (l. eventual R-Up Paolini) 
 This is her 13th career Grand Slam main draw, and a win today would have her reach her first Grand Slam final  
 Attempting to become the youngest women’s singles Grand Slam finalist since Coco Gauff at 2022 Roland 

Garros (l. Swiatek in F) 
 Has become the teenager with the most women’s singles main draw wins at Roland Garros since 2000 with 16, 

surpassing Coco Gauff – this is the highest tally since Martina Hingis (26 between 1995 and 2000) 
 Could become the fifth-youngest women’s singles finalist at Roland Garros in the last 30 years, older only than 

Martina Hingis (1997), Kim Clijsters (2001), Coco Gauff (2022) and Martina Hingis (1999) 
 Has won 34 matches so far this year – she has the most Tour-level match-wins in 2026 (Svitolina is in second 

place with 32) 
 Also has the most Tour match-wins on clay this season, with a clay-court record of 20-3 
 Her clay-court results this year include a title run at Linz (d. Potapova in F), SF at Stuttgart (l. eventual champion 

Rybakina), R-Up at Madrid (l. Kostyuk in F) and QF at Rome (l. eventual R-Up Gauff)

 Making 4th appearance at Roland Garros; she is through to the SF here for the first time in her career after 2r 

runs in 2025 (l. Yastremska) and 2023 (l. Haddad Maia), and a 1r exit in 2024 (l. WC Paquet) 
 Contesting 12th career Grand Slam main draw and has reached a Grand Slam quarterfinal and semifinal for the 

first time (she was previously 0-1 in Grand Slam 4r matches, l. eventual R-Up Pegula at 2024 US Open) 
 Her QF win yesterday over World No.1 Sabalenka was her 2nd career win over a Top 10 player, and her first since 

a victory over No.2 Coco Gauff at 2024 Toronto (0-11 vs. Top 10 players between those two wins) 
 In her victory over Sabalenka, Shnaider became the fourth player to win a Grand Slam third set with a 6-0 

scoreline against a World No.1 since the WTA Rankings began being published in 1975

 She becomes the fourth Polish woman in the Open Era to reach a Grand Slam SF, joining Agnieszka 

Radwanska, Iga Swiatek and Magda Linette 
 This is the first Tour-level semifinal of her career - before this event, she had made only one career Tour-level 

QF, earlier this year at 2026 Cluj-Napoca (as a qualifier, l. eventual R-Up Raducanu) 
 Owns 3 career wins over Top 50 players, all coming during this year’s Roland Garros - defeated No.21 Mertens 

in the 2r, No.49 Sakkari in the 3r and No.24 Kalinskaya in the QF 
 Prior to this year's Roland Garros, she had only won 2 Tour-level matches on clay in her career 
 Has won 3 clay-court WTA 125 titles in her career, including at Oeiras in April of this year
